From Munich we first head northwest,

cross the Hallertau hop growing region and ride along the romantic

valley of the Altmahl. Lush green landscapes accompany us all the

way to Rothenburg ob der Tauber, the best-preserved medieval town

in Germany. The student city of Heidelberg impresses with the longest
pedestrian zone in the world and an extremely vibrant nightlife, and on the
way there we get to enjoy the wonderfully winding routes of the Oden Forest. We
spend our rest day in Alsace, France, in a very pretty town full of half-timbered houses
and cobblestone alleys full of cozy wine bars. It's a great place to relax and unwind, but
of course you could also ride your bike, as the roads in Alsace are made for riding: full
of bends and with little traffic! The Black Forest is a motorcycle paradise as well, and on
the way to Switzerland we cross it and discover some of its best routes. In Switzerland,
we take a look at Europe’s largest waterfall and then get very close to those high, snow-
covered Alpine peaks. The narrow roads and tight bends on the way to Warth give you
a small impression of how much fun it is to be out on a motorcycle tour across the Alps!

We’ll show you the best riding techniques for a variety of conditions,
including evaluating curves of varied angles and inclines; keeping your tires exactly on the targeted line to travel safely and smoothly on these
spectacular roads. We use the mountains of the Alps, Andalusia and Tenerife as a training ground to teach you the techniques that will take your
riding skills to the next level.

THIS IS HOW IT WORKS: 7 DAYS VACATION / 5 DAYS TRAINING

We will start by practicing basic riding skills at low speeds, challenging balance and coordination in a closed environment. We then take day trips
from our hotel, and once on the road we frequently change positions within the group. Finally we make a two-day excursion to further extend our
training on a variety of roads.

This is not just a tour, but an intercontinental adventure! It starts in
Munich and heads east towards the Czech Republic and beyond. If so-
meone asks you at the first coffee break, still in Bavaria, where you
are going, then you should thoroughly enjoy the expression on your
counterpart’s face when you casually reply: “Vietnam”. It'll be almost
20,000 km before you get there though! Quickly we move on to Poland
and further on to the Baltic States. Along the way, there are beautiful
cities like Krakow and Vilnius, which inspire and enchant us. Then we
switch to adventure mode; changing to Russian territory and riding to
Moscow. Here, the tension rises into the immeasurable, as we are irre-
sistibly drawn out into the taiga. We cross the Volga and soon the Ural
Mountains appear in front of us. Although “soon” should be measured
by Siberian standards, as it takes us a week to get here from Moscow
after all. Now the direction of travel changes towards the southeast as
we head for Kazakhstan. The scenery is gently changing too, as endless
forests give way to colorful steppes that accompany us to the other
country’s edge. Beyond the border, Kyrgyzstan fascinates us with its
breathtaking, untouched mountain world. And then we enter China at
one of the highest border crossings in the world; receiving our papers in
Kashgar and staying for some time. There is a lot to see and experience,
as Kashgar was an important trading post along the Silk Road. This tra-
de route ran along the northern edge of the Taklamakan Desert and we
follow it for a several days, while the surroundings slowly begin to match

our ideas of China. We ride to the second deepest point on earth, climb
the westernmost spur of the Great Wall of China and cross the Quilian
mountain range before reaching the ancient Chinese capital of Xi'an.
Finally the real China! We journey further south and visit sights of all
kinds; tasting fresh mangoes and other exotic fruits. All the while eating
up endless curves in areas that few motorcyclists will ever experience.
In Laos, everything seems quieter and more peaceful, as cities like Lu-
ang Prabang and Lak Sao radiate warmth and openness. In Vietnam we
visit remarkable caves before we finally reach the tropical beaches of Da
Nang where our epic adventure sadly comes to an end. And if someone
asks you where you come from as you sip your sundowner, you can say:
“From Germany, by motorcycle,” and casually smile into the sunset.

After arriving in Da Nang and taking a few days off to acclimatize, we
leave the coast of Vietnam on our motorcycles, heading south to the
Cambodian border. Here we drive through impressive jungle landsca-
pes and visit the fascinating temple complex of Angkor Wat. And just
two days later we find ourselves in the middle of the vibrant metropolis
of Bangkok. On our way south, we come by holiday resorts that most
people only reach by plane! We pass majestic limestone formations
towering from the jungle, visit deep caves and heavenly, palm-studded
beaches. No question - this is bound to be a journey of contrasts. In
Malaysia we experience everything from total tranquility in the villages,
with small boutique hotels, roadside food stalls, and green backyards;
to the modern life and partly futuristic scenery in Kuala Lumpur. While
our motorcycles are on their way by ship across the Malacca Strait to
Medan on Sumatra, we personally experience in vibrant Singapore
what makes the success and fascination of this city-state, before two
days later taking a plane to follow. Leaving the airport building in Me-
dan we suddenly find ourselves in the middle of another world: the
chaotic traffic, honking, and constant new impressions seem rather
frightening at first, but all of that is soon forgotten as we start riding
our motorcycles into the fantastic nature of Sumatra. The first stopover
is the fascinating Lake Toba, located in one of the largest volcanic
craters in the world. Of course, we don’t miss the chance to swim in
it before we start traversing the length of the island. Shortly before
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Bukkittinggi we cross the equator - on a motorcycle! What a great
moment! We follow the somewhat less traveled west coast of Sumatra
and finally roll onto the ferry to Java in the very south. Avoiding Jakarta
with its horrific traffic jams, we instead turn towards the south coast,
experiencing the winding mountain and coastal roads before we reach
the cultural heart of Java; Yogyakarta. Via small side roads we reach
the crater rim of the volcano Mt. Bromo, almost through the back door.
Here the ever-present tropical vegetation gives way to a lunar land-
scape which we boldly put our wheels on. A last ferry transfer brings
us to Bali, where we learn about culture and traditions influenced by
Hinduism. Nasi Goreng, Bami Goreng, Mahi Mahi and the rhythmic
Kecak songs accompany us on our journey of discovery of this unique
island. We discover impressive temples, picturesque rice terraces, and
colorful traditional Barong dances. We savor the exotic volcanic land-
scape as well as the flavorful cuisine. Rich in new experiences and the
knowledge that South East Asia is full of contrasts, we reach Denpa-
sar; the final destination of this totally incredible journey.

South America from top to bottom - on a motorcycle all the way to the end
of the world! We receive our bikes in Cartagena, handle some paperwork
and then start our incredible tour. The Colombian countryside, cities and
people inspire us with their beauty, openness and friendliness. And the
road below us has a name: Panamericana!

In the next few weeks we will ride nearly 4,000 kms of the 26,000 kilo-
meter long north-south link. But first we make our way through the jung-
le of Ecuador and cross the country’s namesake: the equator. We move
south through Peru, between the Pacific Coast and the Andes; and for the
next three weeks one highlight follows another on a daily basis. It starts
with the best ceviche of South America in Lima. Past the dunes of Ica, we
reach Nazca, where the mysterious geoglyphical lines of the same name
are waiting to be admired. We continue on one of the best motorcycle
routes in the world across the Andes to Machu Picchu. The following day
we arrive at the old Inca capital of Cuzco; and then to Los Uros, the floa-
ting islands in Lake Titicaca. Here we reach Bolivia, the Altiplano Plateau
and La Paz, the highest capital in the world. In this fascinating country
we are thrilled by the incredible Ruta de la Muerte; a MUST for every
motorcyclist in good weather.

And we ride our motorcycles on Salar de Uyuni, the largest salt lake in
the world. In the Atacama Desert we head across the Andes to Argentina.
Here we roam the southern Gran Chaco and via the spectacular Los Ca-
racoles we reach the vibrant capital of Chile, Santiago. After enjoying a
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well earned rest, we point our bikes towards the South, scratch the Paci-
fic coast near Conception and find our way to the magnificent Carretera
Austral. Endless twisties take us into the Chilean rainforest and back into
the Andes, which will cross multiple times over the next few weeks. Here
in Patagonia spectacular landscapes and pristine nature form our daily
backdrop. This sparsely populated area - less than one inhabitant per
square kilometer - fascinates us and leaves a lasting impression; with
fabulous natural spectacles such as the Perito Moreno Glacier and Torres
del Paine, one of the most beautiful national parks on the planet.

From here it is only a few days ride to the end of the world: in Ushuaia
there is literally no way to go any further! Faced with the magnificence of
our earth, we take a deep breath and turn north towards Punta Arenas;
the final destination of this remarkable motorcycle tour.

Africa — the birthplace of mankind! We spend our first few days in
Cape Town where its townships, vineyards, waterfront and Table
Mountain cast a spell on us that is hard to break.

But soon it is time to head out, leaving the Cape of Good Hope and the
southernmost point of this tour section. The Mediterranean climate
of the Cape soon gives way to the arid scenery of the hinterland as
two days riding take us into Namibia. The gigantic Fish River Canyon
inspires images of the Grand Canyon, and as we make our way to the
former German town of Swakopmund the indescribable desert land-
scapes of the Namib Naukluft Park will take our breath away.

We wave goodbye to the Atlantic coast and start our crossing of the
African continent. Ahead lay the giant salt pans of the Kalahari, a
name full mystery and adventure! This arid bush savanna covers Na-
mibia’s east, all of Botswana and extends to the Victoria Falls. The
pleasure of barreling down dusty tracks is interspersed with plenty
of chances to play in the water. We head for Malawi via Lusaka (the
capital city of Zambia) and Chipata. Senga Bay awaits, presenting an
opportunity to wash off the desert dust with some R&R on its beautiful
beaches. But we still have a long way to go before we hit the Indian
Ocean!
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But first: a safari! The chance to see the “Big Five” in their natural
habitat. We leave Malawi heading north and make a loop through
Tanzania. Our motorcycles will take us to the Ngorongoro Crater and
the famous Kilimanjaro National Park, to name a few of the fantastic
parks and reserves.

ONE-WAY TRIP:
We will start from spot A, stay in different
accommodations and end our tour at spot B.

ROUND TRIP:
We will start from spot A, stay in different accommodations and
return to our initial spot A at the end of the tour.

STAR TRIPS:
We will stay in one base hotel during the whole tour
and start our daily rides from there every day.

OFF-ROAD (1):

These tours partially run on unpaved roads.

The length and the level of difficulty of the particular sections may vary.
The off-road sections mostly run on good natural and gravel roads. The
distance of these sections is usually kept within a limit, sometimes the
off-road sections may even be detoured on asphalt roads. You must be
experienced in riding on natural surfaces.

OFF-ROAD (2):

The off-road sections mostly run on good natural and gravel roads. Yet,
some of these sections may be longer, also containing more sand and
gravel. Wet conditions may lead to more slippery parts than usual. The
length of the individual sections varies from a few kilometres to a whole
day’s length. You must be an experienced off-road rider for these tours.

OFF-ROAD (3):

You must be an experienced off-road rider for these tours. The offroad
sections (60%) run on unpaved, hard-packed gravel roads, grass plains,
single trails or rough gravel roads. Yet some of these sections may be
longer, also containing more sand and gravel. Wet conditions may lead
to more slippery parts than usual. The length of the individual sections
varies from a few kilometres to a whole day’s length.

HIGH ALTITUDE:

On these tours we ride at a great altitude for a longer period. Riding a
motorcycle in high altitudes is much more exhausting, there may even
be a risk of getting altitude-sick. We highly recommend a health and
fitness check before booking.

REMOTE AREAS:
Medical services, mechanical or evacuation assistance may

not be quickly available. Phone service may be bad or even non-existent.

HYGIENE/HEALTH CARE SYSTEM: Health care systems and sanitary
facilities might be substantially lower in standards than in more
developed countries.

SUPPORT-VAN:
A support-van is available. It does not follow the
same route as the motorcycle group.

BACK-UP-VAN:

A support vehicle is available, it follows the motorcycle group last in line
due to safety reasons. Your luggage will arrive at the hotels at the same
time as the last tour members. On some of the tours, this back-up van
has an open loading space (waterproof bags / suitcases are necessary).

EXPEDITION-VAN:
An expedition support vehicle is available for safety reasons.
However, it functions as service / maintenance and first aid vehicle only.

NO SUPPORT-VAN:
On these tours, there is no van available.
The participants need to pack their belongings on the bike.

TOUR GUIDE IN VAN:

The group rides on its own while the tour guide drives the support van
and transports the luggage. The tour guide will be at each stop to sup-
port the riders. However, no tour guide on the motorcycle accompanies
the group.

LUGGAGE TRANSPORT:
Edelweiss will transport the luggage of the participants
from one hotel to the next.
